Cloth face coverings act as a barrier to help prevent
respiratory droplets from travelling into the air and onto
other people when the person wearing the face covering
coughs, sneezes, talks or raises their voice.

Lockers

We will be working with staff to ensure that
the least possible materials be required for
each class. This will be communicated to
each class next week.

No materials are required on the first day
back for each year group.
